PHONE and TECHNOLOGY POLICIES
Telephone Use 

Cell phones must be silent and invisible during the school day. Those phones that are brought out or heard will be confiscated.  Confiscated phones must be retrieved by a parent from administration. Students may use them inside the school office. 

The telephones in the office and classrooms are for exclusive use of the teachers and staff of Calvary Chapel Schools. Students who must make a phone call may, with staff permission, walk to the CCJH office to use their cell phones. CCJH administration asks that a parent who needs to contact his child do so by calling the CCJH office, which will then deliver a message to the student. In an effort to keep cell phones from becoming a nuisance, CCJH administration kindly requests that parents refrain from sending text messages to their children during school hours.
If you wish to contact a teacher, please call the school office and leave a message. The teacher will return the phone call within twenty-four hours. Phone calls will not be transferred into classrooms during class time. 

Other Electronic Devices
MP3 players, ipods, CD players, radios, etc. are not to be in use during school hours.  Such items may be confiscated at the discretion of any staff member.
