SOCIAL CONDUCT
CCJH administration deems that any public display of affection (e.g.  hand holding, front hugs, walking arm in arm, and kissing) is not appropriate. There is nothing inherently wrong with those practices, but in order to keep our relationships above reproach we ask that our students would refrain from this activity. Physical involvement in relationships often creates scenarios that junior high students are not equipped to handle emotionally or socially. Each student should be personally responsible for the integrity of his relationships. The staff and administration at the school will deal with inappropriate behavior both on and off campus on an individual basis. 
Any inappropriate social conduct will result in the following: 

- First offense: student will receive a warning 

- Second offense: student will be referred to the office and parents will be contacted 
- Third offense: student will be suspended and placed on probation 


- Fourth offense: student will be expelled
